3- Discussion of vtconservation.com.  Website which has lots of pertinent information    
for conservation commissions 

4- Velco -  Weezie has created an online dropbox for information about the spraying.  
Lucas will help Weezie to look through the information and report their findings 
to the SCC , Selectboard etc.

5- Invasive workshop report- Grace said that about 10 people came and that she felt that 
the team made an impact pulling out phragmites. Weezie discussed information 
that she got from Colleen Balch, Vermont Forest, Parks and Recreation, which 
lists tutorials about removing invasives. Weezie suggested a Times article with 
photos to thank participants.  How can we move forward with this? What are the 
problem areas in Town? How can we make people aware? Vermont Forest Parks 
and Recreation is the group that this effort was under.


-Jesse suggested a yearly “hotspot” eradication event to try to keep invasives in 
control.


-Connie talked about the the honeysuckle around Spring Lake.  She suggested 
focusing on the shoreline.


-Weezie suggested identifying the invasives that Shrewsbury has, deciding which 
is the 
most noxious, and focusing on that. 
 
Jesse will contact Colleen Balch to get her ideas about which invasive is worst.

-Connie suggested focusing on small demonstration sites for eradication in the 
future because the need is so overwhelming.


-Weezie suggested that we make sure that we publicize before and after removal 
and also link to websites and information about where “said species” might be.  
Increase awareness. 


Weezie will put article in next Times about the recent effort and out efforts going 
forward- where individuals can find information, etc. Also on the Town website.

Jesse suggested having a monthly invasives article in the Times. Weezie's article 
will be the first “Invasives Corner” article.

Connie will talk to Tim Vile about putting a sign up (or having Grace make a 
sign.) by Pierce's where he has done some invasives removal.
6- Open Meeting Law


VSA 312- Weezie reviewed the basics of this new law.  Minutes to Town Website 
within – 5 days. Agenda- 48 hours before regular meeting. Agenda must be posted 
3 places in Shrewsbury.  Special meetings must be announced in Rutland Herald. 
Not adhering to these regulations can result in a fine We wondered if such 
regulations would deter people from volunteering their time and energy (gratis) on 
Town commissions that only have an advisory/educational role.

We voted to continue to continue meeting at 450 Frank Lord Rd .
