	Jesse will update us with Colleen Balch's suggestions as to either a one
	species focus or a one site focus as we move forward.  We should decide
	this at the September 2 meeting.

4- Solar
	The elementary school is moving forward with solar panels since it has
	received a grant to do so.  Should we look into any alternative energy plans 	for Mill River?

5-Velco
	Weezie distributed and we read through several articles and talking points
	that she had found regarding Round Up (glysophosphate) and Garlon 3 and
	4 (triclopyr). We reviewed both the positive and negative attributes. Gen-
	erally, while spraying does encourage shrub land growth, it also has some
	negative effects on amphibians, bacteria, and humans. Specifically, the add-
	tives to these formulations are potentially harmful.

	Weezie reviewed Velco's right-of-way permitting information and noted
	that Velco has a detailed vegetative management plan. The next spraying
	will occur in 2016 and the SCC should determine a position by that time.

	SCC members should read and become somewhat familiar with the informa-
	tion in the handouts and in the SCC dropbox by the September 2 meeting.

	We will invite Jeff Disorda from Velco to the October 7 meeting.
