Review of Minutes
The minutes of October November 3 were accepted as written. All were in favor—no discussion.
 
Tonight’s Meeting
It has been brought to the Planning Commission’s attention that Green Mountain Power (GMP) is planning to install a 3-phase line from their substation in Mt. Holly to Russellville Road in Shrewsbury and on to Frank Lord Road. It is the Planning Commission’s understanding that development such as solar farms would require this type of system. As this is a low-density, rural community, we are wondering why, if this is accurate information, this project would be going forward. Also, would not GMP need to apply for an Act 250 permit in order to change their scope to 3-phase? To date, the Town of Shrewsbury has not received any official communication concerning this project. Mark Goodwin promises to enquire at the next meeting of the Rutland Regional Planning Commission (RRPC).

Another area of concern has arisen re. Clean Power Link’s proposed project. Where will they be placing manhole covers? Mark Goodwin will also bring this to the table at the next  RRPC’s meeting and will be certain the question is brought to light in a letter to the Public Service Board.

Review of Zoning & Subdivision Regulations
1. We picked up on page 48, Article V.
2. We discussed replacing the minor and major subdivision application procedures (page 48) with something easier to comprehend, like a flow chart, for instance.
3. We agreed to add two definitions-- “major and minor subdivision”-- on page 49 after the last paragraph.
4. Also on page 49, change “Planning Commission” to “Development Review Board”—
5. and on page 50, this change needs to be made three more times.
6. Pages 50 and 51 need to be streamlined. See “b” on Action Items list below.
7. Page 50: Third paragraph needs to be changed from “PUD” to “Open Space Development” as an option. This paragraph needs a total review and rewrite, which we decided not to undertake this evening.

Action Items
a. Tim was asked to create a flow chart for both 501.1 and 501.2, (page 48) “At a glance” listing. Melissa may have information from another town to give to Tim.
b. We need to streamline pages 50 and 51—keeping “minor” stuff and “major” stuff together. Laura and Marilyn may work on this.
c. Third paragraph on page 50: Ask Melissa---Did we delete all reference to PUDs? We cannot find a reference anywhere in the document.

Our next meeting is scheduled for December 1, 2014.
