Tonight’s Meeting
Tim Vile reported on the report entitled, “TDI New England, New England Clean Power Link, Electric Transmission Project, October 17, 2014.” Under consideration are new power lines, buried 4’ underground, to follow the existing rail utility corridor. This would be “DC” power, as opposed to Velco’s above ground “AC” power.  This new line would not replace existing power lines. The proposed route would come up from Clarendon and pick up the railroad tracks at Route 103 through Cuttingsville. One question brought up was,”Why do we need another line when we already have one?” Our Town Plan does not address this underground DC power, as it is a new technology.
