Tonight’s Meeting
Enforcement:
In review of Towns of Barre and Wilmington’s sample language, it appears the Barre Town would suit the Planning Commission’s requirements.  The language appears succinct and to the point, without an overly amount of extraneous language concerning administrative details that do not readily adhere to Shrewsbury.

Melissa will use the Barre Town language as a template for inclusion in the unified regulations.

Administration:
Discussion regarding the placement of the Administrate section.  Melissa suggests that it would make the most sense to place the section towards the end of the regulations in so far as it sums up and gives procedural guidance for the proceeding specified technical and formal requirements of the regulations.

Melissa will move the section towards the end to see if its placement will be an enhancement to the objective of user friendliness and overall readability of the regulations.

Waivers:
Waivers will get moved to the Conditional Use section, to which the process adheres to.

Jolly requested and will work on inclusion of the terms Waiver and Variance in the table of definitions.  It is hoped that their inclusion will contribute to greater clarity in their use and meaning.

Boundary Line Adjustments:
At the request of the Zoning Administrator, language regarding Boundary Line Adjustments are requested to be included that do not necessarily require proceedings of the DRB.  The Planning Commission looked at examples from other Towns, and particularly liked the language used by Dummerston.  The Planning Commission will substitute a survey for “diagram” in so far as it is more formal and fulfills all the technical requirements to go along with a new deed which will also be required.  Melissa will include modified language in the “Subdivision” section of the new document which will also need updated section numbers when it is updated.
