1- Minutes from last meeting read and approved.
2- Report from Gerry and Chryl:
 Act 248 will take effect on July 1, 2015. Chryl thinks that Bert, who is in charge of the dump, would appreciate the support of the SCC and the community.

 Shrewsbury is part of a 10 municipality waste district. People will have to pay to throw garbage down the hole. Gerry discussed a report from a (State) program given by Josh Kelly. Officials think that this system should be fairer and cost less in general.  Other towns have changed their dump policies already- using either punch tickets or charging 2-3 dollars per bag. Theoretically, this new system should result in a tax reduction. Gerry and Chryl like the system used by Mt. Holly which uses Cassella Zero Sort, charges $2.00 per bag, and gets a return on metal. Someone will have to work at the dump overseeing  the punch system or whatever the Town goes with.  

Shrewsbury may do a hybrid system that gives each household base use (30 gallon bag) and then charge what people throw away over and above, a weight based system, or a volume based system.

Reading room encourages re using items. Reading room may close. Chryl and Gerry have reviewed old Times and noticed that Dick Adams kept track of how much was diverted from the dump. (Currently, things can go to the reading room for two weeks and then go down the hole.) Dick Adams thought that we saved about 32K each year. (may be an inflated figure). The reading room is practical and may save money.  We aren't sure if it really will close.

On May 20 there will be an informational meeting at Town Hall. Bert is worried about how Town will respond

Chryl and Gerry would like someone, SCC?, to support Bert so that we can insure a workable system for Shrewsbury. Cynthia recommended that SCC members be a supportive presence at the 20 May meeting.

They also suggest a visit to the Mt. Holly dump on a Saturday to see how they do things.

3- Green Up

Cynthia brought the map for copying. Grace will do this.

Jesse has 45 ice cream tickets from Stewarts for prizes. We will put these out the night before Green Up.

 Grace will put in a coloring page in the Times with the Green Up info for the May issue. Kids can color the page and bring it to the breakfast.
