 *Must be compatible with Brown Bridge Historical District (1000 ft from center of bridge). 

*Acquired 1998

* Direct road frontage

· Town Forest- Raven Rock.

* Acquired 1984

* 120 acres. Between Coldham Rd (non public) and Gilman Rd.  AT runs through it

* Purchased by funds from VT lLand Trust. Also funds from Raven Rock (a non-profit group created to acquire this land) 

* Purpose is wildlife habitat, non commercial recreation, study area, preservation

· * No permanent buildings. Tents lean, tos okay. 

*Only ownership or directional signs  on trails

* Is a VAST trail through the top corner.


*Gary does not believe that this parcel has been inventoried. No forestry
