· Variety show:  Lily wants to cancel b/c of few acts and risk of low turnout in the succeeding years.  Issues include: How much in the budget ($495)? Do we need this funding option? Motion to cancel variety show and members voted unanimously to cancel.  Advertise cancellation on Betsy Jesser’s online/email forum, Jesse will cancel via Front Porch Forum, and Grace will modify local posters.

· Green Up: Reimbursement from selectboard for refreshments so our budget is not adversely affected? Grace will contact selectboard to see if we can get reimbursed for 2016 Green Up +/- $100 for refreshments. Donation jar at green up too. Green Up needs to be planned tonight b/c our next mtg is devoted to Jens Hilke. 2015 Green up planning reviewed in order to inform this years plan. Pierces/Glorias for refreshments (Connie/Grace will order and pick up all food). Easter egg ½’s  along roads that inform finders of prizes. Prizes may include ice cream gift certs and (2) styles of t-shirts. Grace is donating green up shirts from last year. Connie will research designs for this year. Grace will find Stewarts gift certs. Advertising for Green Up was discussed. Volunteers needed at dump the day of green up . 

· Invasives: June 11th garlic mustard and parsnip eradication event in town. An 8-12 time frame was discussed. It was modified to 9-1.  ANR will be contacted regarding this change. ANR attached some forms that participants needs to fill out for them. They include a release form, model/photography release (optional), and a reminder about ticks. Participants can bring the forms with them the day of the program.  Since we'll be working with Wild Parsnip we'll want to remind everyone to wear closed toe shoes, long pants, and long sleeves. We'll provide gloves for everyone. If anyone is uncomfortable working with this species, they can just watch for this portion of the program.   Location is unknown.  Jesse will contact ANR regarding this detail.  Connie suggested a before/after photo essay or “drive by” of last year(s) sights in order to observe positive results.  Grace will work on advertisements as soon as location is determined. 
· Chris Rimmer Vt Ctr for Ecostudies would still like to do a presentation/fundraiser on neo tropical migrants here in town. We’ll wait for Mark Youngstrom to propose something. 
· Imap/invasives- website training modules and software which train citizen volunteers to map out problem invasives in their towns and map them, and thereby develop an eradication program if desired for potential problems. We’ll look into this at some point.
