Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Present at Meeting:

Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order at 7:03 PM by Selectman Potter

Approval of Agenda:
	Aaron moved and Steven seconded to approve the agenda.  Approved without modification 

2017 Health Insurance Plan for Town Employees:
	The 2017 Health Connect Plans were examined.  Overall, it would appear that the current plans utilized by the Shrewsbury Road Crew will be increasing by approximately 4.5%.  Steven noted that this is considerably less than what had been purported by recent news reports.  

	Steven moved and Bert seconded to offer the BC&BS of Vermont Platinum Standard Plan as the baseline for the amount the Town will contribute on a monthly basis towards an individual employee’s premium.  Approved.

Spring Lake Road Culvert Project:
	The Selectboard received a determination from Otter Creek Engineering indicating that in respect to utilizing a different contractor, other than Weaver Excavating, to do the remediation work on the Reid property, would be allowable and would be reimbursable by the State for their share, which is ninety percent (90%).
	The remediation work will require three (3) bids.  Aaron will speak with the Reid’s in order to determine that their expectations are within the parameters of the expected contingency account amounts.  A scope of work that will be utilized for the development of a RFP will be then formalized and sent to perspective contractors.
	The reimbursement for the Structures Grant that was utilized for this project will take place once close out is complete.  The remediation work will need to be performed prior to the closeout.
	Bert moved Steven seconded to approve the Final Certificate of Completion for the Spring Lake Road Culvert Replacement Project.  Discussion; this document is required to be submitted prior to initiating the close-out process.  Approved

Road Commissioner Report:
	Jamie submitted an estimate for the Culvert Thawer which VLCT cited as a needing replacement from the apparatus currently utilized by the Road Crew, primarily for safety reasons.   The equipment will be purchased with funds from the Road Equipment Reserve Fund.  The equipment is available from a vendor in NH which is also utilized by most all the surrounding Towns.

	The Road Commissioner indicated that the tree at the Meeting House is well marked and will be worked on when the front end loader is moved from Spring Lake Rd. back to the garage.
Town Agent Report:
	Steven reported that Barry was unable to attend the meeting because of prior commitments.  He will attend the meeting on the 16th in order to appraise the Selectboard on the current status of inquiry he has been making in respect to Town property.

Appointments:
	Bert moved and Aaron seconded to appoint Hull Maynard to the Rutland Regional Transportation Council.  The Term runs from July 1, 2016 to June30, 2017.  Approved

Cold River Rd 44000 Site:
	Bert reported that he has received from Alan Shelvey that Listers have made an approximate appraised value for the estimated amount of land that will be utilized to mitigate the hazard on Cold River Rd.
